Dear Parents and Carers,

This half term, our Year 1 children will be focusing on their Key Instant Recall Facts (KIRFs) in maths. KIRFs are important number facts that children learn to recall quickly and confidently, helping them build strong foundations for future learning.

Our focus for this half term is:

Reciting number names in order to 50 and beyond

This skill helps children develop a strong understanding of number sequences, place value, and counting patterns. It also supports their ability to work with larger numbers and prepares them for more complex maths concepts later in the year.

We will be practising this in school through counting games, songs, number lines, and interactive activities. You can support your child at home by:

Counting aloud together to 50 and beyond (e.g. while walking, climbing stairs, or tidying up).

Using number charts or number lines to help visualise the sequence.

Playing games that involve counting forwards and backwards.

Asking questions like “What number comes after 36?” or “Can you count from 40 to 50?”

Practising regularly in short bursts can make a big difference to your child’s confidence and fluency.
