Dear Parents and Carers,

This half term, our Year 2 children will be focusing on their Key Instant Recall Facts (KIRFs) in maths. These are important number facts that children learn to recall quickly and confidently, helping them build strong foundations for more advanced maths.

Our focus for this half term is:

•
Knowing number bonds to 20

•
Knowing doubles and halves of numbers to 20

These skills are essential for developing fluency in mental maths, supporting addition, subtraction, and problem-solving. We will be practising these facts regularly in school through games, challenges, and interactive activities.

You can support your child at home by trying some of these fun activities:

•
Number Bond Snap: Use number cards to play snap with pairs that make 20 (e.g. 13 + 7).

•
Doubles Dice Game: Roll a die and double the number. Use two dice to practise halving.

•
Halving Hunt: Find objects around the house and split them into two equal groups.

•
Bond to 20 Challenge: Say a number and ask your child to quickly say what goes with it to make 20.

•
Doubles and Halves Bingo: Create bingo cards with doubles and halves and play together.

•
Online Games: Websites like Topmarks and ICT Games have free interactive activities for number bonds and doubling/halving.

Short, regular practice at home can make a big difference to your child’s confidence and progress.
