This half term, our Year 3 children will be focusing on their Key Instant Recall Facts (KIRFs) in maths. These are essential number facts that children learn to recall quickly and confidently, helping them build fluency and accuracy in mental maths.

Our focus for this half term is:

•
Knowing number bonds for all numbers up to 20

•
Counting in 100s

These skills are important for developing a strong understanding of number relationships and place value. They also support children’s ability to work with larger numbers and solve problems efficiently.

We will be practising these facts regularly in school through games, challenges, and interactive activities. You can support your child at home by trying some of these fun activities:

🧠 Home Activities to Support KIRFs

•
Number Bond Match-Up: Write numbers 0–20 on cards and challenge your child to find pairs that add up to each number.

•
Quick Fire Bonds: Say a number (e.g. 14) and ask your child to quickly tell you two numbers that make it (e.g. 6 + 8).

•
100s Counting Challenge: Count in 100s together while walking, skipping, or clapping (e.g. 100, 200, 300…).

•
Number Grid Game: Use a 100 square to spot patterns when counting in 100s.

•
Bond Bingo: Create bingo cards with number bonds and call out sums for your child to match.

•
Online Games: Websites like Topmarks and Hit the Button have great interactive games for number bonds and counting.

Short, regular practice at home can make a big difference to your child’s confidence and progress.
