Our focus for this half term is:

•
Knowing the multiplication and division facts for all times tables (up to 12 × 12)

Quick and accurate recall of these facts is crucial for success in many areas of maths, including fractions, percentages, ratio, algebra, and problem-solving. As children prepare for their end-of-year assessments and transition to secondary school, fluency in times tables and division facts will give them a strong foundation.

We will be practising these facts regularly in school through games, challenges, and interactive activities. You can support your child at home by trying some of these fun and effective activities:

🧠 Home Activities to Support KIRFs

•
Flashcard Drills: Use multiplication and division flashcards for quick-fire practice.

•
Hit the Button: A popular online game for practising times tables and division facts.

•
Speed Challenges: Time your child to see how quickly they can complete a times table grid.

•
Reverse It: Say a multiplication fact (e.g. 7 × 8 = 56) and ask your child to give the related division fact (56 ÷ 8 = 7).

•
Table Tennis Tables: Take turns saying parts of a times table aloud to build fluency.

•
Real-Life Maths: Use everyday situations like shopping or cooking to reinforce multiplication and division.

Short, regular practice at home can make a big difference to your child’s confidence and progress.
